The Thursday Packet

Julian sends some information home with your students on Thursdays.  Check your child’s backpack (remind your child to get the information during advisory on Thursdays) for information, event updates and information from other not-for-profit entities that follow District 97’s information distribution policies.

Advisory Teacher

The advisory teacher can be a single point of contact, and also serves as a great starting-point or source for general classroom questions.
